YouTube Go is an online video-sharing application where users can upload, view,
and share videos.

It
supports a streaming function that allows you to start watching videos almost as soon
as they begin downloading from the Internet.

9.4 Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating system, allowing users to
browse and download applications and games.

You can also uninstall, update an app, and manage your
downloads.

9.5 Play Music

A music streaming service and online music locker operated by Google.
